Preamble


We - young European students, the first generation grown up without the iron curtain - feel that the dignity of human beings is to be considered a universal value which must be granted to each individual and believe that the concept of Europe must change and become less focused on economy and bureaucracy and more on cultural, social and democratic values.
Sure

That the Institutions must endeavour to form - right from childhood - individuals who are well aware of the importance of the social and cultural dimension and of the right to work, we believe that those who control the future of Europe have the own duty to deal with, and overcome, the current difficulties and the growing crisis that characterize this historical context, since it is our deep conviction that only a More European Europe can safeguard the values of peace, freedom, dialogue, tolerance, solidarity and equality to be achieved by being united in the respect of human rights and of the multiple cultural identities, which are part of the European Continent.
Persuaded

That only a More European Europe will be able to deal in a proper way with the challenges of the globalization that characterize this century, by consolidating and protecting the cultural, social and economic models that formed the basis of the European Identity, right from its creation. Encouraged by these beliefs, and with reference to the right to petition, as guaranteed by the 1992 Treaty on the European Union (Art. 21 and 194) and later reinforced by the Treaty adopting a Constitution for Europe (Art. 10 and 104),





 
We ask
· To promote the necessary and appropriate institutional interventions for the creation of a true system of global governance which focuses on the safeguard of the environment, the development of solidarity, and, in this way, of peace throughout the whole Planet;

· To strengthen the authority of the European institutions in order to give them more power in the safeguard of the environment, as well as to guarantee a greater level of wellbeing within the more general context of the right to life, health, security, employment, as well as to guarantee a truly integrated system of the national States for a politically more cohesive Union;
· To reinforce the competence of the institutional organs of the European Union in order to activate a common foreign policy right for facing the other protagonists of the world scene as well as for pursuing the route to peace;     

· To reinforce the commitment and the decision-making competence of the European Parliament in crucial sectors such as safeguarding the environment, maintaining solidarity among the multiple social-cultural identities, domestic security, technical innovation and the development of the research for the development of the European market; 

· To create initiatives to facilitate and enhance the presence of young people within the institutions,

· To promote initiatives focused on the creation of an European conscience, right from childhood, 

Conclusion

In order to concretise these requests through European Community political initiatives, as young students, we ask you, as European authorities, to approve - after adequate improvements - the European Constitution, even appealing to a referendum to be voted by all the citizens in Europe.
